Strong attendance is essential in ensuring every child receives the full benefit of their education, and we are asking for your continued partnership in making this a priority.

The Department for Education (DfE) is clear that every day of school matters, and regular attendance is a vital part of securing good progress and positive future outcomes for all children. The DfE’s statutory guidance, Working Together to Improve School Attendance, highlights that parents play a crucial role in ensuring children attend school regularly and in working alongside the school to address any emerging concerns.

Why Attendance Matters
National evidence shows a strong link between attendance and achievement. Pupils who attend school almost every day have significantly higher odds of reaching expected standards in reading, writing and maths compared to those who miss even small amounts of learning. Low attendance can also impact children’s wellbeing, friendships, confidence and—long term—future opportunities and earnings.

How You Can Support Your Child
The DfE expects parents to make sure children attend school regularly and on time. Parents should avoid avoidable absences, such as term-time holidays or unnecessary days off, and communicate early with school if challenges arise so support can be put in place.

The national attendance campaign reminds families that “moments matter, attendance counts”, and even occasional absences can disrupt learning.
