Sunny Weather Protection 

As the weather becomes warmer, please ensure that suncream is applied to your child before they come into school. Children should also bring a named sun hat and a named water bottle each day.
Please note that staff are not able to apply suncream. Children must be able to apply it themselves.
· Reception children: please provide a roll‑on, waterproof suncream, clearly labelled with your child’s name.
· All other year groups: may bring suncream into school, clearly labelled with your child’s name.
All suncream must be handed directly to the class teacher and must not be kept in your child’s bag.
Children will only be outside for limited periods during high UV levels, and shaded areas are available for outdoor play.
For health and safety reasons, children must continue to wear appropriate footwear in warmer weather. Shoes must be worn at all times; sandals, Crocs, flip‑flops or open‑toed footwear are not permitted, as they do not provide adequate protection during play and movement.
